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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS FOR KING WINCH MODEL 140RT73 &
MODEL 14IRT73 KING WINCH FOR WILLYS 4WD TRUCKS, 4WD
STATION WAGONS AND 4WD PANEL DELIVERY

The ONLY difference between a Model 140RT73 and a Model 141RT73 KING winch is in the power take-off used.
Model 140RT73 uses a Model 40 power take-off which provides power for driving other equipment on the vehicle as
well as the front mount winch. Model 141RT73 uses a Model 41 power-take-off which provides power to the front
mount winch only. (The power drive for the winch can be used to power other equipment on the front of the vehicle

such as pumps, generators, grinders, etc.).

1. Uncrate the winch assembly and check all parts accord-
ing to assembly parts list on front of this bulletin.

2. Remove the front bumper.
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While it is not absolutely necessary, it is advised to re~
move the bottom horizontal grille bar of the vehicle
grille, This will provide additional clearance for the
winch cable. This horizontal grille bar must be removed
when the winch assembly has a cable drum gquard.
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Remove the power take-off lever hole cover in vehicle
tloor. On vehicles that do not have this opening in the
floor, an opening rhust be cut with a sharp chiselor
acetylene torch according to Fig. 2.
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Remove the power take-off opening cover plate from the
transfer case.

Remove the power take-off shift levers (Model 140RT73)
or lever (Model 141RT73) by unscrewing the 4 WO48-238
screws, lift the lever assembly from the power take-off.
Remove the 5 WO48-234 plugs from the power take-off
(These are standard square head 3/8’/ pipe plugs).

lace the WO48-218 gusket in place on the power take-
off. This gasket can easily be held in place by first
applying a small amount of gasket cement on the power
take-off behind this gasket.

Place the power take-off in position.

The power take-off is bolted to the tronsfer case by
S 3/8'* x 1’' Allen Head cap screws with Hi-collar
washers (parts No. W048-245 and WO48-248). Be sure
to start all 5 cap screws before tightening any-of them.
It 1s advised to use a 5/16'' hexagon drive approxi-
mately 3/ long and a speed wrench with universal joint
to install these 5 cap screws., Care should be taken not
to drop one of these cap screws and/or washers in the
power take-off housing as it would probably require
completely dis-assembling the power take-off in order to
remove these parts.

After the 5 WO48-245 cap screws have been securely
tightened, reinstall the power take-off shift levers
(Model 140RT73) or lever (Model 141RT73) and replace
the 4 WO48-238 screws.

Replace and tighten the 5 WO48-234 plugs.
